CAMPAIGN RULES
TITLE IV ELECTIONS BY-LAWS, ARTICLE XIII: CAMPAIGN RULES 
(quoted sections)

13.1
The purpose of this section is to hold candidates, parties, and propositions responsible for malicious assault on the most fundamental foundation of democracy, and to define and provide equitable remedy for the same.  Any person, party, candidate, proponent, or opponent of a proposition found before the ASUC Judicial Council to have committed a malicious assault on the most fundamental foundation of democracy through the following act shall be disqualified from the election and made ineligible to run in any race in any future ASUC election:
1.
Interfering with the proper tallying of votes.
13.3
The purpose of the following section is to hold candidates, parties, and propositions responsible for serious ethical breaches which threaten the validity of the ASUC’s commitment to fairness, democracy, and the legal institutions empowered to protect that democracy, as well as to define and provide equitable remedy for the same.  For this reason, any person, party, candidate, proponent or opponent of a proposition found before the ASUC Judicial Council to have committed the serious ethical breaches stated in this section through the following acts shall be disqualified from all races in the (2006) election:
1.
Willfully violating a lawful order from the ASUC Judicial Council or Elections Council; 

2.
Intentionally falsifying information on any Elections Council forms, or in the Voters’ Guide;

3.
Refusing to appear before the ASUC Judicial Council, if subpoenaed by the Council; the candidate shall be exempt from appearing before the Council if he/she can show a valid medical excuse, out of town commitment, death in the family, employment obligations, or exam/paper due 24 hours following the case.  It shall be the Judicial Council’s obligation to ascertain the validity of any claim as to the above.

4.
Registering fictitious or bogus party names similar to those already in existence, with the intent to create confusion.

5.
Receiving five (5) or more censures from the Judicial Council for the same ASUC election;

6.
Purchasing paid political advertising, or soliciting unpaid political advertising, in an ASUC-Sponsored Publication.

7.
Using ASUC authority, facilities, funds, or resources, including Eshleman Hall, for campaign purposes, including for long term or bulk storage of campaign materials.

8.
Knowingly and actively campaigning within 100 feet of the any supervised polling location polls, provided that the polls are properly marked off.

9.
Badgering or threatening witnesses subpoenaed for a Judicial Council hearing or Judicial Council members themselves.

10
Obstructing an investigation by the Elections Council or the Attorney General

11.
Exceeding the campaign finance spending limits as defined in Article XIX of these By-laws.

12.
Interfering with the publication and/or distribution of any publication distributed on campus.

13.
Placing literature in University Residence Hall mailboxes unless it bears the full name and address of the recipient.

14.
Systematically, repetitiously and/or willfully sliding unsolicited literature under the door of any University Residence Hall resident.

13.4
The purpose of the following section is to hold candidates, parties, and propositions responsible for interfering with the mission of the ASUC, and for threatening the safety of the campus, and to define and provide equitable remedy for the same.  For this reason, any person, party, candidate, proponent or opponent of a proposition found before the ASUC Judicial Council to have interfered with the mission of the ASUC or threatened the safety of the campus through the following acts shall be assessed three (3) to two (2) censures:
1.
Systematically or repetitiously and willfully destroying, defacing, covering, moving or removing from their places, posters, signs, banners, leaflets or flyers of ASUC groups or business operations (such as The Underground, the Store, etc.) which bring revenue to the ASUC.

2.
Systematically or repetitiously and willfully destroying, defacing, covering, moving or removing from their places, posters, signs, banners, leaflets or flyers which advertise functions, meetings, events, or existence of ASUC sponsored student groups and publications. 

3.
Persistently blocking any entrance or tight space, or otherwise significantly restricting the flow of vehicular or pedestrian traffic on campus; 

The lesser penalty of two (2) censures shall be assessed only where the Judicial Council determines that an unfair advantage has been gained, but malice and intent are not factors. 

13.5
The purpose of the following section is to hold candidates, parties, and propositions responsible for violations of important legal protocols which transcend the internal processes of the ASUC, and to  define and provide equitable remedy for the same.  For this reason, any person, party, candidate, proponent or opponent of a proposition found before the ASUC Judicial Council to have committed violations of important legal protocols through the following acts shall be assessed two (2) to one (1) censure(s):
1.
Filing malicious, frivolous, or bad faith charges against any candidate or party.  If another candidate engages a third party to file such charges, both parties shall be held responsible;

2.
Committing, according to established legal standards, libel or slander against another candidate or party;

3.
Using e-mail lists or posting boards to campaign, with spam, which is defined as e-mail that does not meet any of the following conditions:

a.
The author has a pre-existing relationship with the recipient(s);
b.
The author has permission from the leadership of the organization;
c.
The author is a member of the organization.
4.
Claiming an endorsement of an individual, group, or party without his/her/its consent.  Candidates should, but are not required, to obtain endorsements in writing.

The lesser penalty of one (1) censure shall be assessed only where the Judicial Council determines that an unfair advantage has been gained, but malice and intent are not factors.

13.6
The purpose of the following section is to hold candidates, parties, and propositions responsible for violations of ASUC Elections Protocol and of University Guidelines, and to provide equitable remedy for the same.  For this reason, any person, party, candidate, proponent or opponent of a proposition found before the ASUC Judicial Council to have committed violations of ASUC Elections Protocol and of University Guidelines through the following acts shall be assessed exactly one (1) censure:

1.
Posting campaign literature of any candidate or party on restricted bulletin boards or any structured or natural feature of the campus such as (but not limited to) doors, windows, buildings, surfaces of walkways or roads, Sather Gate, fountains, posts, waste receptacles, fences, or trees.  This by-law does not limit posting on campus public access bulletin boards and kiosks, or in areas in which the proper permission has been obtained such as Residence Hall room doors and windows with the resident’s permission.

2.
Failing to file two (2) copies of all campaign material with the ASUC Elections Council, or in the event that an actual copy can not be submitted, (1) picture of each campaign material, within twenty-four (24) hours of dissemination. The intent of the requirement to turn in copies of campaign material is to make sure that in the event of a Judicial Council case, there will be a record of all relevant literature;

3.
Using the Sather Gate or Sather Bridge area to attach, lean, or store campaign related materials;

4.
Attaching or leaning sandwich boards, picket signs, or other displays against campus vertical features including but not limited to buildings, doors, fountains, posts and fences, waste receptacles, and trees. This shall no be construed to prohibit the following displays, so long as they are attended by a person within six (6) feet of the display: attended displays where the material is upside-down, boxed, or out of public view, including upside-down pickets and candidate/party “bases” on upper Sproul Plaza; free-standing displays attended by a person or a group or people; and displays touching the ground but attended by a person or a group of people.
5.
Willfully placing campaign material in any University building, including classrooms, libraries, and on chalkboards, but excluding the posting of campaign material on public access bulletin boards and kiosks within University Buildings.

6.
Failing to attend and participate in the Mandatory Clean-up day that shall be established by the Elections Council on the Saturday following the election.
7.
Claiming endorsements without bearing the disclaimer, “Titles for Identification Purposes Only” in the same size font as the majority of the text of the endorsements is written;

8.
Failing to turn in Campaign Finance receipts, as required by Article XIX.

9.
Interfering with, or campaigning within ten (10) feet of any official Elections Council sandwich boards or banners;

10.
Unintentionally falsifying information on any Elections Council forms or in the Voters’ Guide.

11.
Placing any campaign literature on University Property within the grounds of a Residence Hall.  This shall include, but not be limited to, indoor and outdoor walls, waste receptacles, trees, public bulletin boards, and any other space where public posting is prohibited by the Guide to Student Living.  This item shall not prohibit the posting of literature inside rooms, including on windows, or on personal bulletin boards, provided in either case that the permission of the affected resident is obtained.

12.
Engaging in any campaign solicitation in any dormitory under the jurisdiction of Residential Family Living that would be prohibited as stated in the Guide to Student Living as if it were a commercial solicitation.

13.8
Conduct of Campaign
1.
All candidates of a party shall be considered equally guilty of a Campaign Rules Violation by an agent of the party acting within the scope of his/her delegated authority.

2.
A candidate, but not his/her party, shall be considered guilty of a violation of the Campaign Rules by an agent of that candidate acting within the scope of his/her delegated authority.

3.
A candidate or party may deny the action of any individual who violated the Campaign Rules in favor of some candidate, party, or group by denying said violator is his/her agent within twenty-four (24) hours after the violation has been discovered and reported by the Elections Council to the party chair or candidate.  This shall be done either in written form or verbally to the Elections Council.

4.
It is the intent of this section to hold a candidate or party responsible for violations committed by his/her/their agents if those agents are involved in that general area of the campaign.

5.
If any Proponent of a Proposition is found to have violated the By-Laws, the Proposition shall be assessed the corresponding sanction, up to and including the disqualification of the Proposition.

SB30: A BILL IN SUPPORT OF ONLINE VOTING (Sens. Gabriel & Tregub) 

(Passed Fall ’05 and has yet to be incorporated into the Elections By-laws)
WHEREAS, online voting has the dual benefits of student accessibility and cost-effectiveness; and

WHEREAS, currently, there are stipulations for online voting that restrict it from being used in all but a few on-campus locations; and

WHEREAS, if provisions for such are added with the good graces of the ASUC Senate, the Elections Council can begin to plan for this, which shall allow the security of online voting through a wireless network to be on par with any on-campus physical network;

THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED, that Title IV, Article 3, Section 2, Subsection 7 of the ASUC By-Laws be amended as follows:

7. Unsupervised public and personal computers via Internet access

1. Definitions

a. Unsupervised public computers shall be defined as computers permanently located on university property and available for student use (i.e. library computers). 

b. Unsupervised private personal computers shall be defined as computers belonging to a student and used to vote in an unsupervised location.

2. Online voting can occur from IP addresses not belonging to one of the following categories:

a. On-campus wireless networks, such as AirBears & Res Comp.

b. ASUC- & GA- controlled properties, including Anthony Hall, Eshleman Hall, and the Martin Luther King, Jr. Student Union. 

3. Access to the ballot must be delayed by five minutes after logging on from an unsupervised polling location.

4. The Elections Council shall be charged with ensuring that voting via all unsupervised personal computers shall only be allowed between the hours of 9 a.m. and 7 p.m. Pacific Standard Time.

5. The Elections Council shall be charged with ensuring that voters shall click “I agree” on a window with the words "I understand that, as a voter, I have specific rights of confidentiality. I understand that candidates may be disqualified if they or their agents campaign to me while I am voting, and that I have the right to vote from a supervised on-campus location if I so choose. If I feel that I am being campaigned to illegally, I understand that I have an obligation to report it to [an address provided by the Elections Council Chair] prior to being allowed to vote from any legal unsupervised online network.

6. Unsupervised private computers will be limited to one vote per computer. The Elections Council will be charged with the task of enforcing the one vote per unsupervised personal computer rule by regulating the Media Access Control (MAC) addresses; allowing only one vote per Media Access Control address. (One unsupervised private personal computer, one MAC address, one vote). 

7. The Elections Council shall be charged with creating the option for a printable receipt with confirmation/tracking number for every vote cast. 

BE IT FURTHER BE RESOLVED, that Title IV, Article 3, Section 4 of the ASUC By-laws shall be amended as follows:

3.4 Conduct at Polls

1. There shall be no campaign signs, posters, or other literature or any campaigning within one hundred (100) feet of the supervised on-campus polling places when the polls are open. 

2. There shall be no loitering at the polls.

3. The Elections Council shall provide sufficient ballot boxes at each poll to avoid crushing of ballots.

4. No candidate or agent of a candidate shall actively or passively campaign to any voter from within a distance of 20 feet. This shall include voting from unsupervised polling locations. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Title IV, Article 13, Section 3 be amended to include the following subsections:

11. Placing any campaign literature on University Property within the grounds of a Residence Hall. This shall include, but not be limited to, indoor and outdoor walls, waste receptacles, trees, public bulletin boards, and any other space where public posting is prohibited by the Guide to Student Living. This item shall not prohibit the posting of literature inside rooms, including on windows, or on personal bulletin boards, provided in either case that the permission of the affected resident is obtained.

12. Engaging in any campaign solicitation in any dormitory under the jurisdiction of Residential Family Living that would be prohibited as stated in the Guide to Student Living as if it were a commercial solicitation.

13. Engaging in any behavior that may be construed as active campaigning in the Residence Hall. This includes but is not limited to pressuring residents to vote for a certain candidate, party, proposition, initiative, or referendum; walking with a laptop with the
intention of asking students to utilize it for the purposes of voting; and disregarding orders or warnings given by a Residence Hall official, such as a Residential Advisor, Program Advisor, or Residential Director.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that Title IV, Article 13, Section 6, Subsections 11 and 12 be stricken accordingly.

CAMPAIGN FINANCE RULES 

Title IV ELECTIONS BY-LAWS, ARTICLE XIX: CAMPAIGN FINANCE BY-LAWS 

(quoted sections)
19.1
Intent and Definitions

1.
These By-laws are intended to implement the campaign finance constitutional amendment passed in April 2000.

2.
Campaign material is defined as material initiated by a party or candidate, with the intent to contact voters publicly, that explicitly speaks, pleads, or argues in favor of the election or defeat of a candidate or party.

3.
Further, materials that are controlled by a candidate’s campaign and/or party that mention a candidate’s name, a candidate’s ballot number, and/or the office a candidate is seeking, shall be defined as explicitly speaking, pleading, or arguing in favor of the election of a candidate.  Therefore, it will be included in the definition of campaign material.

4.
Electronic mail and telephone calls will be assessed a cost of zero.

5.
Accordingly, material that only explicitly advocates a non-campaign function of a party or does not advocate any function of a party, shall not be included in the definition of campaign material.

6.
News or editorial articles in a publication not run by a candidate/party, not controlled by candidate/party, not receiving a significant portion of their funding from a candidate/party, or not operating under a specific agreement between the publication and a candidate/party, shall not be included in the definition of campaign material.

7.
Any material produced by a group or organization not run by a candidate/party, not controlled by a candidate/party, not receiving a significant portion its funding from a candidate/party, or not operating under a specific agreement between the publications and a candidate/party, shall not be included in the definition of campaign material.  

8.
Material in which a voter initiates contact, such as a Web site, AIM away message, or telephone request for information, shall not be included in the definition of campaign material.  Any funds used for the purposes of designing content on a Web site that falls under Article 19.1.2 and 19.1.3 of these By-laws shall be included in the definition of campaign material.

9.
Any negative campaigning shall be assessed toward the candidate/party that produced the material.

19.2
Enforcement
1.
Enforcement of these By-laws shall be the responsibility of the ASUC Elections Council.  The        Assistant Chair is the chief administrator of campaign finance restrictions.  The public has the right to obtain any candidate’s spending information, but the information is not required to be widely disseminated by the Elections Council.

2.
It shall be the responsibility of the candidate and/or their parties which act in coordination with the candidate to provide two copies of all campaign material to the Elections Council and a receipt for the purchase of said material within twenty-four (24) hours. If unable to provide a receipt, they may indicate so and instead provide an estimate of fair market value. Receipts must be provided beginning with the Candidates' Meeting and thereafter.

3.
The Elections Council shall have the responsibility of determining fair market value for any campaign material not accompanied by a receipt. The interpretation of fair market value may be appealed to the Judicial Council.

4.
Campaign materials that count as part of a candidate's spending, must have been produced, or authorized, by the candidate and/or parties which act in coordination with the candidate.

5.
Any campaign material advocating, by name, office seeking, or ballot number, more than one candidate, shall have its cost divided equally among all candidates listed on the material.

6.
The candidates and/or parties involved in the election shall have the responsibility of providing the Elections Council with all documentation and receipts. Receipts must include information on what was purchased and the amount spent.

7.
As with any other violation of the ASUC campaign by-laws, the ASUC Attorney General shall be responsible for investigating alleged violations of these by-laws and prosecuting them before the ASUC Judicial Council.

8.
All disputes and/or arbitration that arise over these by-laws shall be handled by the Judicial Council.


19.3
Spending Limits
1.
Executive officer candidates and/or their parties which act in coordination with the candidate are     allowed to spend up to $1,000 on their ASUC campaign. Senate candidates and/or their parties which act in coordination with their candidate are allowed to spend up to $200 on their ASUC campaign.

Reminders about Campaign Materials

· The Campaign Finance Form and two (2) copies of all campaign material must be turned into the Elections Council within 24 hours of dissemination.  If the material cannot be attached (i.e., T-shirts), please attach a photo of the material.  Forms are available on the 4th floor of Eshleman Hall and on the elections website.  Submit all forms and materials to the Campaign Finance Box located on the 4th floor of Eshleman Hall.  

· Accompany all campaign material copies with a receipt.  If no receipt is available, make an estimate of materials’ “fair market value”.  It is within Elections Council’s jurisdiction, however, to determine “fair market value” whenever a receipt is not received.

· Party campaign material will be divided up among party members mentioned.

CAMPUS REGULATIONS

Fliers

Announcements can be posted on bulletin boards and kiosks in accordance with the rules of the department and campus. Announcements cannot be placed on or against, attached to, or written on any structure or natural feature of the campus. These include (but are not limited to) the backs of chairs (such as in Pimentel Hall), sides of doors or buildings, windows, surface of walkways or roads, Sather Gate, fountains, posts, waste receptacles, trees, stakes, or the backs of chairs. The content of the announcement must be non-commercial. Anyone may personally distribute non-commercial announcements at any outdoor area on campus consistent with the orderly conduct of University affairs, the maintenance of University property, and the free flow of vehicular and pedestrian traffic. Efforts must be made to avoid litter. All materials must clearly indicate the name of the recognized campus organization. Distribution of handouts and postings in residence halls is regulated by special guidelines. More information is available from the Office of Residential and Family Living at 2610 Channing Way, 642-3213, 8 AM - 5 PM.

Tabling

Currently recognized student groups may maintain a table or other display materials at the Upper Sproul Plaza area between Bancroft Avenue and Sather Gate (not including Mario Savio Steps or the brick area of the plaza); Lower Sproul Plaza; North Gate; Tolman Hall breezeway; and the area between Kroeber Hall and Boalt Law School buildings. Organizations must provide their own table and chair. The areas listed previously are available on a daily first-come, first-served basis. The following rules must be followed at all times:

1. Tables and other display materials may not block any entrance or walkways, or otherwise restrict the free flow of vehicular or pedestrian traffic.

2. No display materials may be placed on or against, or attached to any structure or natural feature of the campus, including (but not limited to) the sides of doors or buildings, fountains, posts, waste receptacles, trees or stakes.

3. Tables or other display materials must be staffed at all times by students, faculty or staff of the University.

4. The name of the sponsoring organization must be displayed on each table or item on display.

5. Tables may be no larger than three feet by six feet and no poster may extend beyond the sides of or more than one foot above the table.

6. Any other display materials must be behind and within three feet of the table. Displays may not extend more than seven feet high nor three feet wide, nor may any display material extend more than ten feet in the air.
Bulletin Boards

Recognized student groups may have non-commercial organizational announcements posted on official University bulletin boards. There are a total of 27 official boards, three of which are glass encased. Thirty-one posters are sent to various departments for posting. Announcements to be posted on University bulletin boards must be brought to the Office of Student Life, 102 Sproul Hall, at least two weeks before the event for posting by the campus Mail Services Department. There is a fee of $70.00 for this service.

Following are the procedures for posting on the University bulletin boards:

1. Bring a sample copy of your proposed poster to OSL, 102 Sproul Hall, for review and approval prior to duplication.

2. Posters must state “Wheelchair-Accessible” and “For ADA requests contact (first name) at (phone number).”

3. Posters cannot exceed 11” x 14” in size (8-1/2” x 11” preferred).

4. A student group signatory must bring in 65 posters to OSL, 102 Sproul Hall.

5. The cost for posting is $70. Student groups must pay by money order or cashiers’s check (payable to UC Regents) or PO (if an ASUC group).

6. Only University recognized student groups and departments are permitted to post on the official bulletin boards. OSL processes student group requests only.

7. Poster distribution is done by Mail Services every Tues. and Thurs. All posters remain on the boards through the program date but not longer than 30 days.

Banners

Recognized student groups may hang banners for on-campus, non-commercial activities on the third floor balcony of the MLK, Jr. Student Union building. This is the only authorized/approved banner location. An approved ASUC Banner Permit Form is required. The ASUC Banner Regulations are available at Reservations Services, 23 MLK, Jr. Student Union Bldg., 642-1141.

Signboards
Recognized groups may place signboards on Sather Gate Bridge to advertise their groups’ activities. Because of limited space, placement of signboards is on a first-come, first-served basis. Each student group must submit a duplicate key or combination code to their lock to OSL prior to placing their signboard onthe bridge. You must abide by the following guidelines:

1. Signboards may be up to 36 inches tall and 22 inches wide. Generic signboard blueprints are available in OSL, 102 Sproul Hall.

2. Signboards may be placed on the 12 portions of the bridge that contain balustrades. None are to be placed South of Sather Gate.

3. To allow for routine cleaning, signboards must be elevated at least 4inches above the bridge surface. You can attach a block of wood on the back of the signboards; the wood should rest on the bridge footing.

4. To eliminate friction which damages the bridge, the signboards must be firmly attached to the balustrades with plastic-coated chains or other non-abrasive fasteners.

5. To allow for bridge cleaning and repair, groups must remove signboards, chains and locks by the last day of instruction. Signboards left on the bridge during the break are subject to removal. OSL is not responsible for signs that are removed.

6. Should it be necessary to make repairs to the bridge at times other than over winter break, OSL will request the affected groups to remove their signboards during the repair period.

Note: Signboards that are not in compliance with the signboard guidelines and procedures will be removed. Violation of the signboard policy can result in the removal of the signboard, a $25.00 removal fee, and the loss of future signboard privileges.

RESIDENTIAL COMMUNITY GUIDLINES
Residential Living (RL) understands the need for students running for ASUC positions to share information with all students eligible to vote in the ASUC election. However, the Residences (including residential buildings, Academic Centers, Dining Commons, administrative buildings and all of the surrounding exterior environment) are HOME to 5000+ students and the University is required by contract as well as campus rules and regulations to maintain strict standards of security and cleanliness while providing an atmosphere in which our students can live and study.  RL therefore has rules in place to meet these standards.  This document addresses how these rules apply to campaigning by residents, residential student staff and non-residents during ASUC elections.  This document is not intended as a comprehensive review of policy and you are encouraged to review the Code of Student Conduct for added information.

Security
Entrance to the Residences is limited to students who live in the facility and their guests. If you arrive as a guest the resident who invited you is responsible for your actions for the duration of your visit. Unescorted guests are not allowed in the community. All buildings have residential staff and some buildings have security monitors and security desks. If you are stopped or questioned by residential or security staff you are required to comply with any directives they give you regarding the residences as they are serving as university staff in these official positions.
Posting

Due to the fact that there are so many individual candidates and the residences have limited space that is approved by the Fire Marshall for posting, RL will not approve flyers for ASUC candidates or campaigning student groups. 

Individual residents may post a flyer on their own message boards outside their room door as long as the flyer is no larger than the message board and is tacked or stapled down on all four corners.

With permission from all room or suitemates, individual residents may post flyers/posters on the inside of their room windows (provided they are not a danger to the student, obscene or libelous in any way).

NO posting is allowed on the exterior of the building including on balcony railings, walls, trash receptacles, trees, any natural feature, or on any common interior spaces.

Solicitation
Only Hall Staff and Officers of Hall Associations on departmentally approved Residence Hall business are allowed to go door-to-door.

Residential staff doing assigned rounds while on duty should not wear campaign related materials and should not discuss the campaign unless directly questioned by a resident. Staff should not bring other non-staff members with them on rounds.

You are not allowed to go table-to-table in the Dining Commons to introduce yourself to residents, even without discussing your campaign; this is considered soliciting because you are interrupting the resident’s private meal time to have them take note of you.

Distribution of Flyers/Tabling Tents

Flyers may be distributed in the Dining Commons with approval through the Dining Commons process. Tabling space for distribution of flyers is approved on a limited, space available basis.  See the Cal Dining website at http://caldining.berkeley.edu/tabling_request.html for Tabling Request instructions and Forms. Flyers may not be distributed in any other location on Residential property. 

Cal Dining has limited space available for Table Tents in the DCs and does not approve Table Tents of a political nature. 

Chalking

No chalking is allowed on University property including all residential property. This includes sidewalks, buildings and fencing immediately surrounding all residential buildings, Academic Centers and Dining Commons. Essentially, the half of the sidewalk closest to the building is University property and you cannot campaign, solicit or chalk on this property.

Common Space

Common space in the residences and Academic Centers may be reserved only by Hall Staff and Hall Associations for departmentally approved residential business.  Common space, when not reserved by staff, is open to all residential students and can not be used for meetings. Groups that congregate in open space can be asked to leave if they are limiting access by residential students or violating rules or regulations.

Enforcement

Any violation of Residential or Campus Policy will be documented and the documentation will be forwarded to the ASUC Attorney General and Manager for Judicial Affairs and Compliance. The ASUC Attorney General will review violations and assess censures where appropriate. The MJAC will review violations to determine if a student conduct response is warranted. A candidate can be subject to both an election censure and a conduct action for the same incident since these are two separate processes.
