Thank you for your interest in becoming a poll worker for the ASUC!  

During the elections, students can vote either online or at polling stations.  There are 11 polling stations operating at different times during the day throughout campus and the residence halls, and each poll is overseen by two student poll workers.  

Job description 

The most important characteristics expected of the poll worker are reliability and impartiality in order to help the Elections Council ensure a fair elections process.  Each poll worker needs to be on time at the polling station to which they are assigned and be as helpful as possible to voters.  Each poll worker’s job includes (among other duties): assisting voters and answering their questions to the best of his/her ability, monitoring the computers, making sure there is no campaigning within 100-feet of the polling station, and setting up and tearing down the polling station.  

Duties and responsibilities will be explained in detail at the paid Poll Worker Trainings that all selected poll workers are required to attend.  There will be two training sessions scheduled on Thursday, February 19th and Friday, February 20th. Poll workers are only required to attend one of the sessions.

PLEASE NOTE:

· This position requires for you to be IMPARTIAL! If for any reason you feel that you cannot be an impartial poll worker, please do not apply.

· In signing up for hours, you MUST be at the polling station promptly at the time you signed up for, so you should not sign up immediately after you have a class.  We are NOT operating on “Berkeley time.”
· You will be required to remain at the polling station until the end of your shift. You may not leave early! 
· Sign up for a minimum of 2 hours per day, and a maximum of 8 hours per day. 
· Morning poll workers (those who work at 6am- 8am) will be paid at a higher rate.
